The Competition is open to Pianists of all nationalities who were born on or after March 1, 2001.
The next Volodymyr Krainev Competition for Young Pianists is anticipated to take place in 2022.
COMPETITION CATEGORIES AND AGE GROUPS

The competition will be held in two categories
I. Category “Young Master” (three Round competition - the final Round with orchestral accompaniment).

The category “Young Master” competition is subdivided into 2 age groups:

1. First age group – competitors born on or after March 1, 2005
2. Second age group – competitors born on or after March 1, 2001
II.  Category “Debut” (one Round competition)

The category “Debut” competition is subdivided into 3 age groups:

1. First age group – competitors born on or after March 1, 2010
2. Second age group – competitors born on or after March 1, 2008
3. Third age group – competitors born on or after March 1, 2006

All performances are open to the public.

The order of performance will be in numerical order, the first candidate will be determined by a lottery draw. This order will be maintained throughout the competition.

Competition Laureates and Diploma Holders are obliged to participate in the Competition Finale Concerts without remuneration or reimbursement of expenses.
